A) The all volunteer Desert Outreach Foundation is dedicated to improving our community through our
Scholarship and Children in Crisis Programs: (1) Scholarships are awarded annually to students residing in the
Coachella Valley who are seeking an undergraduate/graduate degree either within or outside of the Valley. (2)
The Foundation purchases between 1,000-1,500 new teddy bears each year and donates them to the 7 major
organizations in the Coachella Valley with child abuse treatment and prevention programs including local
hospital emergency rooms and, police/fire departments.

B) In 2012, the Desert Outreach Foundation will award a minimum of five, $1,500 scholarships to students
who live in the Coachella Valley. The Foundation reviews all applications in detail and uses a weighted
rating system to determine which applicants will receive the scholarships. 8 to 10 applicants will be chosen to
interview with the Foundation to determine who will be awarded scholarships. A number of rating factors are
used including financial need, scholastic achievement, community service, etc. Incomplete applications are
not returned to the applicant for completion, but are discarded and not considered in the review process.
